FIRST CLASS

Our first trackside Mile Marker and our starting point at Rahns Station. They will be placed every 100 feet
around the Layout. The only difference between the 1” and 1.5” Mains is the distance between Rahns
Station and the joint Tunnel. The 1” Main is a shorter distance to the joint Tunnel. After the Tunnel at Mile
Marker 5 the Mains will share the same spacing.
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
